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Lists of Crews

Item 11 above provides valuable information about crew makeup. However, it should be noted
that these are “official” end of month crew lists that a crew member was assigned to. Throughout
the month, a crew member probably flew most or all of their missions with that crew. However,
there were regular crew substitutions due to illness or injury, etc. Thus the List of Crews is a
good guide, but may not always be 100% accurate as to who was on the crew for missions within
the month.
